KILO DELTA, KILO ECHO, KILO FOXTROT calls

KILO GOLF, KILO INDIA, KILO JULIET calls NOTES FOR NCS

KILO KILO, KILO MIKE, KILO NOVEMBER calls Pause long enough after each prompt to
allow as many check-ins as possible, and
listen carefully to minimize the need for

repeats.

KILO OSCAR calls

KILO QUEBEC calls
KILO ROMEDO calls acknowledge each one of them by reading
back each callsign (not just his/her name).

Any remaining KILO calls of any kind
Be sure to identify yourself at least

NOVEMBER calls every ten minutes, per FCC rules.
Pay attention to the time.
WHISKEY calls “This is <callsign> in regular session of
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the West Alabama Emergency Net.”
This concludes the regular roll call. Do we have any late check-ins to the Net?
Do we have anyone wishing to list any swap-shop items for the Net? Do not share dollar amounts on the air, please.
One more time for any late check-ins to the Net — please call now.
